We had a safe summer boating season at the lake. Please continue to observe the
clockwise rotation when sharing the lake with any other powered watercraft so your
fellow boaters can anticipate your line of travel.

At our annual meeting, the situation of cross -lake swimmers came up. There is the
potential danger of hitting a hard -to-see swi mmer i n open water.
cross-lake swimmer should have an accompanying boat or at least a towed swim buoy of
fluorescent color.

Please be safe while enjoying the summer boating season. Wear Personal Flotation
Devices (PFDOs) -skilorebeingtowed omiube, ski, gtce t

Please be courteous of your fellow boaters and also your neig hbors on shore who can
hear and see your activities.

NEWS FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE

As of Labor Day Weekend, there were no known milfoil plants in Lake Lauderdale. We
will not need to treat the lake with SONAR herbicide in 2011. Next treatment schedule
will be dependent on re -appearance of milfoil. Prevention is the key . Boat/Jet -ski
launching is the problem contamination from other waters. Please do  NOT allow any
watercraft to be launched without power washing at a car wash including all water
intakes. Invasive species are a serious pollutant. LLIA and shoreline property owners
spend thousands of dollars and lots of time trying to contain these invasive species.

This season, LLIA spent 12 hours on the hydro rake with the Shoreline Weed Control to
rake the South end channel to promote good flow through the lake.

NYS ADEC did a fish survey 8/10/10 using electro shocking to stun and sample the fish

population. They found some bass, northern pike and red fin pickerel. Testing also

showed temperatures of 81 degrees at the surf ac

stocking. The lake water is extremely clear. Please do  NOT fertilize your lawn or feed

theducks. Get your septic tank pumped regul arl y. L
