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WATERCRAFT SAFETY

We had a safe summer boating season at the lake. Please continue to
observe the clockwise rotation when sharing the lake with any other
powered watercraft so your fellow boaters can anticipate your line of
travel.

At our annual meeting, the situation of cross-lake swimmers came up.
There is the potential danger of hitting a hard-to-see swimmer in open
water. For safety's sake, a cross-lake swimmer should have an
accompanying boat or at least a towed swim buoy of fluorescent color.
Please be safe while enjoying the summer boating season. Wear
Personal Flotation Devices (PFD's) when riding a jet-ski or being tfowed
on tube, ski, etc.

Please be courteous of your fellow boaters and also your neighbors on
shore who can hear and see your activities.

NEWS FROM THE ENVIRONMENTAL COMMITTEE

As of Labor Day Weekend, there were milfoil plants in Lake Lauderdale
and School House Pond. We will need to treat both the lake and School
House Pond with SONAR herbicide in 2012. Prevention is still the
key! Boat/Jet-ski launching is the problem contamination from other
waters. Please do NOT allow any watercraft to be launched without
power washing at a car wash including all water intakes. Invasive
species are a serious pollutant. LLTA and shoreline property owners
spend thousands of dollars and lots of time trying fo contain these
invasive species. The estimate cost is $22,000 -$25,000. LLIA will
apply for another grant to offset the cost. Will we get it??2? We will
also use monies raised by the Super 50/50 raffle.

Zebra mussels have arrived at Hedges Lake. We really don't want them
in Lake Lauderdale.

Dollar Beach?
‘Final expénse of eliminating Asian clam pest
could more than double initial cost estimates

LAKE GEORGE — Efforts to smother
invasive Asian clams in Lake George not
far from Million Dollar Beach appear to be
working, but a $475,000 budget won’t be
enough.

Large mats placed this spring on the lake
bottom atop a 5-acre infested area killed 97
percent of clams riear nine shoreline resorts
and the village beach, according to a report
released Wednesday by the Lake George
Asia Clam Rapid Response Task force.

While about 100 mats were removed
from this area starting in mid-June to ac-
commodate swimmers, another 725 of the
50-foot by 7-foot mats, installed starting in
mid-April, remain in place. The mats will
stay through the fall to ensure the fast-"
breeding clams are eradicated. 3

“We received this interim report as
very good news indeed that the project is
achieving a high rate of success,” said Bruce
Young, chairman of the Lake George Park
Commission, a task force member.

needed to finish work and pay for suction-
ing clams out of areas where mats cannot
be used, such as under wharves, on rocky
bottoms and in shallows, according to the
report. _
First found in Lake George last fall, the
dime-size creatures excrete nutrients that
can fuel algae blooms. The sharp-edged
clams can wash up dead along shorelines,
making it risky to walk in bare feet.
Capable of self-fertilization, clams can
release up to 400 young a day during re-
production in May and August. Rapidly
growing colonies can carpet a lake bottom,
reaching densities of thousands per square
yard. Infestations have spread out of control
in Lake Tahoe on the Nevada-California

tion of clams in Lake'George was found in

Boon Bay in the town of Bolton. A plan to

eradicate that colony is being developed.
Researchers found mats must be tightly
sealed against the bottom to deprive clams
of 6xygen, and remain for at least 45 days to
be completely effective. To better seal mats,

more than 2,300 sandbags were installed
this month.

The Fund for Lake George, one of the
groups organizing the eradication effort,
got permission from the Adirondack Park
Agency to keep remaining mats in place
through late fall and replace the mats this
fall in the beach areas.

“While we've worked to open up beach
areas, we know there are still a small per-
centage of live clams in many of these areas.
This means that the mats in the balance
of the project need to remain for a longer
period to achieve maximum control of the
clams and prevent reinfestation,” said Peter
Bauer, executive director of the fund,
